In continuation of Demonstration programs being organized in support of demand
of Updation and other pending issues of bank retirees under banner of UFBRO
since September, 2024, 19% program was organized in Indore (M.P.) on
22.02.2025.

2. Unique features of the program was as under

(a) More than 1000 bank retirees from Indore, Bhopal, Ujjain, Dewas, Dhar
and Mhow participated in the program. Total bank retirees in Indore and
nearby area are about 2500. Out of this, more than 1000 participating in
the program is historical one and indicates enthusiasm and confidence of
the members in UFBRO and their growing discontentment due to delay in
sanction of Updation of pension.

(b) In the ongoing action programs since September, 2024, first time Human
Chain covering more than One & Half Kilometers long route was formed
with display of banners and play cards in Indore on the main road. It
attracted attention of the Public of the city.



(c) More than 80 ladies were present in the action program

(d) Demonstration cum Dharna program was addressed by the UFBRO
Convener and General Secretary, AIBRF, Shri S. C. Jain, M.P. &
Chhattisgarh State Committee, AIBRF leaders, Shri R. D. Yadav, Shri
Kishore Dharmadhikari, Shri Sharad Vyas, Shri Suresh Vijayvargia, Shri
Ahire, Shri Khanna, Shri Mohite, Shri M. S. Choure and others with slogan
shouting and explaining various aspects of bank retiree issues in particular
Updation of pension and why UFBRO is required to launch agitational
programs to achieve the demands.

(e) Convener, UFBRO explained as to how UFBRO action programs are creating
required pressure on authorities to expedite finalization of Updation
Demand and commitment of UFBRO to continue to pursue the demand at
the organizational level till achieved.

Several News Channels on TV also
covered the program.
